Q-Valve Introduction GG

This valve made from UPVC material that is one of
the most popular thermoplastic materials used for
pipe work installations. Light in weight, its excellent
resistance to chemicals and abrasion, its tasteless
and odorless fabrication make it ideal for use with
potable water systems and most food products as
its extremely smooth bore gives excellent flow
characteristics without sediment or deposit.
Resistant to most solutions of acids alkalis salts and
solvents which can be mixed water. Q-Valve
designed in two models, with metal and UPVC
handle. Size range is Y2 to 4 inches.

The most advantage of these valves are:

- Three pieces valve, can unassembled and
changeable all pieces if needed.

- low torque and comfortable for use.

- The handle has special design for ergonomic and
more strong

- Full bore for better hydraulic specification

- Pressure range is 16 bars

- The ball producing in two models, simple and
Nickel plating.
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Temperature And Pressure

The recommended working temperature range
for UPVC pipes and fittings work system is from
0°Cto 60°C. Pressure ratings of pipes and fittings
are always quoted with and subject to a given
temperature normally 20°C Also they can be used
at higher temperatures but it is a fundamental
principle of plastic pipe work system that if the
temperature is increased then the pressures must

be reduced.

The Details and Specifications

The mostimportant advantage of Q-Valve is that all
the vale parts can be changed. In chart below, the
name of each piece, the material of each piece, and

the part code are available. All parts are available
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Assembling and Disassembling Instruction

The whole body of the valve can be removed
from the installation by unscrewing the union
nuts. To reach the internal parts of the valve,
proceed as follows:

A- Set the valve open.

B- Remove the handle 1 from control stem 2

C- Unscrew the sealing bush off the body

D- After having unscrewed the sealing bush it is
possible to dismantle all the internal parts of the
valve and to check the O-rings. To remove the ball
, turn the control stem 90°to the closed position.
The ball can then be removed through the control
stem . Toremove the control stem push it downwards
as far as possible. To reassemble the valve follows
the instructions in reverse order, being careful to
set the O-ring properly and grease it with
silicone grease.
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Installation and Use

The most important points of installing Q-valve
for long term usage are:

1- It is better to join Q-valve with similar materials
fittings. The metal fittings maybe damage the
thread part of valve.

Note: The good news is all parts of Q-Valve are
available for sale if any pieces of valve damages,
it is possible to order that piece ant no need to
change whole valve.

2- In case of using Teflon tape, no pieces of it
should get inside the valve. It will damage sealing
parts of valve.

Note: The use of hemps or similar material should
be avoided.

3- Before the valve is commissioned all dirt, sand
or other material should be flushed from the
system.

4- Avoid rapid closing / opening of the valve to
eliminate the possibility of water hammer caus-

ing damage to the pipeline.
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
